It’s hard to believe that 2023
has already come to a close, but when I look back, the year was filled with
opportunities for learning and connection, worship and fellowship, service
and leadership development. When I think back on the year, the church feels

alive with possibilities and growth. Here are some ofmy favorite moments:

Vibrant worship: From starting the year off with Star Words, to gathering
around a communal table on Maundy Thursday, to an overflowing Easter
celebration in the Courtyard, to a thoughtfully led Youth Sunday, to children

Good People of GPC,
A lot of us walk around thinking that GPC is a pretty great place (in our

humble opinions!) There's good reason for that! In my areas of work with you,

I can report the following:

the congregation committed its focus to being spiritual, relational, and
missional - through the work of the Long Range Planning report that
rolled out last winter,

the leadership of the church is spending energy focusing on some
foundational pieces of our life together, even though they aren't the most
flashy: an honest assessment of capital needs, increased communications
and connections within the congregation, and creating a culture of
generosity, just to name a few,

34 new members joined our community and we have a dozen or more
visitors in worship each week,

a fantastic new bunch of church elders and deacons launched into
leadership and have taken on their roles with joy, with faithfulness, and
with tremendous work ethic,

the mission committee - and many of you through volunteer hours and
increased generosity - deepened GPC's commitment in both time and
monetary support to our largest mission partners, and

Jennie Lopez and children's ministry continued to offer meaningful

spiritual formation for our youngest members.
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This just scratches the surface of all that we do as a community, of course.
There are many more reasons (many of them named in the pages of this
report) that we might say GPC is such a wonderful community. The
Congregational Assessment report we received via the Long Range Planning
committee in the summer of 2022 identified GPC as being both high energy
and high satisfaction, which means we are a congregation that serves as a place
of meaning and purpose for its members. I want to put in context for you how
unique this is across the Presbyterian Church (USA). If we look at
congregations we would consider GPC's peer group (250—499 members),

between the years 2017 and 2022,

* Peer churches decreased in membership -29.10%
* GPC increased by +8.26

Church membership isn't the only number that matters in the health and
faithfulness of a congregation, of course, but putting that alongside the
encouraging Congregational Assessment report and the ways I watch you
commit to your faith and serve the community week in and week out, it's no
wonder many of us find this is a good place to grow in discipleship. I am
grateful for you and glad that my contract to serve alongside you is renewed

through the €1’1d O{" 2024.

We resettled  two  refugee  families  from
Afghanistan, with volunteers delivering and
setting up donated and purchased furniture and
houscehold goods into apartments.

As much as a quarter of our congregation
participated in three weeks of dinners for
homeless individuals in our area, organized by
Georgetown Ministry Center.

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FINANCIAL REPORT

Thanks in large part to the
generous contributions from the
congregation, GPC revenue
increased in 2023 to $1,104,102, an
increase of $57,087 from the full
year in 2022 (5.4% increase). Most
of the revenue collected came in
the form of pledge contributions

which account for 60%.

Overall for 2023, GPC had an operational deficit of -$137,395 this was

significant improvement over 2022 where GPC ran an operational deficit of

-$190,954 in 2022. The 2023 operational deficit came well within the 2023

approved budget of -$225,882.

GPC’s investment accounts held in Chevy Chase Trust also had strong

performance. The total amount held in the investment account grew to

$3,364,982, an increase of just over $300K from the start of the calendar year.

This increase occurred despite a $120K withdrawal from the investment

account to cover GPC’s 2023 operational deficit.
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
